The le-
gal expectation was that these women would
pay bail and await an immigration hearing.
These brave women began organizing them-
selves and also began sharing their powerful
testimonies and experiences. This is how the
Committee of Solidarity and Mutual Sup-
port was formed,
a group that de-
nounces the politics
of a repressive gov-
ernment against our g
communities.

The Comite de Mu-

and Mutual Sup-
port continued with the tour through South-
ern California and on March 8th they showed
the documentary in the border community
of San Ysidro. A group called the Women’s
Circle extended an invitation to the Comite
de Mujeres and the mujeres from Portland to
share their testimonies and their work in their
communities.
